Ottawa- Deepak Obhrai, MP for Calgary East and Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, rose in the House and made the following statement: 

 
“The Canadian Parliament declared April 7 as a Day of Remembrance of the victims 
of the 1994 Rwandan genocide. 
 
The Rwandan genocide is a reminder to all of us that we in the international 
community have an obligation to protect civilians from genocides, war crimes and 
crimes against humanity.  
 
It is beholden to the people of the world to band together to ensure that we no longer 
go down the path of genocide. Our history has too many genocides, … it is not a proud 
legacy to humankind. 
 
In September 2005, at the World Summit, “ responsibility to protect”  principles were 
given global endorsement.  
 
Over the past twelve years, Rwandans have courageously taken steps to achieve 
national reconciliation and rebuild their country. Canada encourages Rwanda to pursue 
these efforts.”
