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DEEPAK OBHRAI CONCLUDES VISIT TO KENYA
(OTTAWA) Deepak Obhrai, Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister of Foreign Affairs and Member of Parliament for Calgary East, today made the following statement at the conclusion of his visit to Kenya: 

"I was pleased to visit Kenya to reinforce the Government of Canada's message welcoming the agreement signed by the parties in late February.

I had frank discussions with Kenyan leaders, including Prime Minister designate Raila Odinga and Attorney General Amos Wako, reiterating that Canada hopes that the power-sharing agreement will lead to peace and stability, as well as leave the foundations for a strong and democratic Kenya."

Mr. Obhrai's visit to Kenya included other meetings on the post-election situation in Kenyan with the Speaker of the Kenyan National Assembly, the Kenyan National Commission on Human Rights, and Ambassador Oluyemi Adeniji, who is mediating the ongoing negotiations between the parties in Kenya. Mr. Obhrai also visited camps for the internally displaced in Kenya benefiting from humanitarian assistance from the Canadian International Development Agency.

Canada responded to the post-election situation in January with a $4.3-million commitment to help alleviate the suffering of those affected by the incidents of violence that followed the elections.
