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Parliamentary Secretary Deepak Obhrai announces aid for Fiji flood victims

The Canada Fund for Fiji is managed through the Canadian Embassy in Wellington, New Zealand and will be committing $8,000 through the Fiji Red Cross Society to respond to the needs of flood-affected people. 
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
